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The communities of Mynachlog-ddu, Llangolman and Llandilo met on 7th 
June 2007 at a community workshop to review the Action Plan and 
celebrate past achievements.  A number of new proposals have been 
added to the Action Plan, achievements listed and the progress of 
existing projects noted.  The revisions were circulated around the 
communities and the revised Action Plan was agreed on 22nd October 
2007.
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INTRODUCTION & WAY FORWARD  
The intention of this Action Plan for Mynachlog-ddu, Llangolman 
and Llandilo is to describe issues and ideas identified by residents 
which, implemented over the next few years would improve the 
quality of life in the community by enhancing the appearance of the 
area, improving the economy, including tourism and agriculture, 
and strengthening and diversifying its attractions for all residents 
and visitors. 
 
By preparing this community led Action Plan, which stresses the 
benefits that can be achieved through an integrated approach, it is 
hoped that public and private sector support and funding can be 
attracted to implement the various initiatives described in the Plan. 
 
The various contributors to the Action Plan realise that progress 
can best be achieved through discussion and partnership as many 
of the proposals involve different land or property ownerships, 
separate interests and different sources of funding. Although some 
of the proposals are relatively small scale, they are likely to be of 
substantial benefit to significant groups within the resident 
population. In other instances the changes suggested are of a 
larger scale and may have major impact on a wider range of 
interests. 
 
It is hoped that the projects described in this report will be 
achieved as quickly as practical with the various partners working 
in unison to design, fund and implement schemes. The Action Plan 
invites potential partners to realise its various proposals. 
 
A significant amount of funding was allocated to the area under the 
EU Objective 1 scheme and it was hoped that this money could be 
utilised to finance a number of the projects identified.  It was 
proposed that Mynachlog-ddu, Llangolman and Llandilo, along 
with the other communities in the Maenclochog Ward, combine to 
make a bid for a Community Officer under the Objective 1 (Priority 
3) funding, to work in the area to help implement the Action Plan 
proposals.  The Officer was appointed in 2003 and worked closely 
within Maenclochog Ward until the end of June 2007.  Cymdeithas 
Cleddau Ddu was formed as the Area Group for Maenclochog 
Ward to work together and take forward all of the actions in the 
Plan which cover more than one community and to process bids 
for Objective 1 Priority 3 funding. 
 
This plan was reviewed and an updated by the communities of  
Mynachlog-ddu, Llangolman and Llandilo in June 2007.   
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BACKGROUND TO THE ACTION PLAN  
In December 2002, Mynachlog-ddu Community Council invited 
PLANED (Pembrokeshire Local Action Network for Enterprise and 
Development) to work with them to establish a Community Forum 
of voluntary groups and associations and to compile a Community 
Action Plan. The invitation stressed involvement by all ages and 
representatives of the various aspects of the community. A 
considerable amount of work had already been undertaken by the 
community, including a Planning For Real exercise in September 
2001.  
 
The community had already started working with PLANED to 
contribute to an Area Enterprise Group. In April 2002 a meeting 
was organised in the North East Central Pembrokeshire Area, 
where participants identified the strengths, weaknesses and 
opportunities for the local area. Following on from this, a Plugging 
The Leaks exercise was undertaken as part of the LEADER+ 
programme Creating a Culture of Entrepreneurship. This was held 
over two evenings in July 2002, the first workshop at Llys-y-frân 
and the second at Mynachlog-ddu. This programme aims to 
strengthen local area economies by bringing together groups of 
people from rural communities to identify new enterprise 
opportunities based on local resources – human, natural, cultural, 
social and economic. A follow-up meeting was held at the Nant-y-
ffin Motel, Llandysilio. 
 
In early 2004 Cymdeithas Cwm Cerwyn, a community forum which 
is open to all members of the communities, was formed in order to 
take forward the Action Plan and to help implement the projects 
identified. 
 
By 2007 considerable progress had been made by the 
communities.  Therefore it was decided in April 2007 that a 
workshop would be arranged for the communities of Mynachlog-
ddu, Llangolman and Llandilo to update and add new opportunities 
to the 2003 Action Plan.  This would contribute to the long term 
sustainability of the communities, look at ways projects could be 
implemented that would help them to become more self-sufficient, 
healthy and energy conscious.  The workshop would also 
strengthen community understanding and enthusiasm for 
sustainable living. 
 
Invitations were sent to all households in the three communities 
and posters were distributed to encourage a wide participation at 
the event.

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HISTORY OF THE COMMUNITY 
Mynachlog-ddu, Llangolman and Llandilo are three close-knit 
villages situated approximately 11 miles North of Narberth, 
bordering on the Maenclochog parish. The villages are pleasantly 
situated in the eastern part of Pembrokeshire, bordering with 
Carmarthenshire. 
 
Most of the community’s schoolchildren used to walk to school 
every day, with about three-quarters attending Nant-Y-Cwm 
School and the remainder to Mynachlog-ddu School. Mynachlog-
ddu School closed in 1995. 
 
The main after-school entertainment prior to the Education Act was 
the traditional ‘Penny Readings’ – this movement gave children the 
opportunity to meet new people and make new friends while 
gaining additional reading lessons, but was also a popular form of 
entertainment.  
 
Local Eisteddfodau would also be held regularly within the 
community, where residents of all ages would compete in all kinds 
of singing, recitation, poetry, art and drama competitions. 
 
Religion has also been a strong focal point within the community. 
Regular Sunday schools prevailed and once again the Penny 
Readings would be a popular focal point for children during 
Sunday school as well as the regular ‘Ysgol Gân’ (Welsh  hymn-
singing practices and concerts).  
 
Ploughing Matches used to be a regular occurrence in the local 
community’s calendar. Using trailer ploughs and vintage tractors 
some superb work was produced by competitors from across the 
UK - much of the equipment used in modern Ploughing Matches 
would have been seen in action over forty years ago. In most 
cases, competitors would restore both tractor and plough from 
years of neglect to the superb condition. 
 
Mynachlog-ddu  
The parish of Mynachlog-ddu nestles within the Preseli mountains. 
With the mountains as background it is one of the county’s most 
glorious spots as regards scenery. One cannot but feel a sense of 
the past on traversing along the area’s olden paths. History is alive 
all around us; fact and fable have become one. Standing stones, 
Gors Fawr stone circle and Bedd Arthur a stone circle not far from 
Garn Bica, along with the stone altar at Carn Menyn testifies to a 
previous civilisation during the Bronze Age. Carn Menyn of course 
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is the habitat of the bluestone. It is believed the stones that form 
part of Stonehenge were taken from this place. Many of the area’s 
characteristics bear the name Arthur, such as Cerrig Marchogion 
Arthur, Cerrig Meibion Arthur and Coetan Arthur. There is also a 
reference to Arthur and his sons hunting the wild boar (Twrch 
Trwyth) near the summit of Moel Cwm Cerwyn in the Tales of the 
Mabinogi. They were written in the thirteenth century but these 
tales were known orally well before then. 
 
Where did the name Mynachlog-ddu come from?  Perhaps there 
was a monastery belonging to the Benedictine Order - whose 
members were known as the Black Brethren - here in the Middle 
Ages. The parish church is known as Saint Dogmael and there 
could have been a link with St Dogmaels at one time. Another 
theory is that the ‘du’ (black) in the name refers to the poor quality 
of the land or the peat found on the moor. 
 
Very little of the history of the parish and its inhabitants survived 
until the nineteenth century. Little has been chronicled by the 
author and historian George Owen, Henllys, in the sixteenth 
century in his book `The Description of Pembrokeshire`. But if keen 
to know more about the parish then endeavour to read the two 
books written in English by E T Lewis, the local historian who was 
a schoolmaster at Mynachlog-ddu. The titles of the two books are 
`Mynachlog-ddu – A Guide to Antiquities’ and ‘Mynachlog-ddu – A 
Historical Survey of the Past Thousand Years’. 
 
One of the area’s most famous characters in the nineteenth 
century was Twm Carnabwth who led a crew of local people to 
smash the tollgate at Efail-wen in 1839.  The campaign by 
Merched Beca (Rebecca Women) is familiar to many, in particular 
to children attending the local schools. His gravestone can be seen 
in Bethel Chapel graveyard. 
 
One of Wales’ twentieth century heroes was the genius of a poet 
and pacifist Waldo Williams. He lived in Mynachlog-ddu when he 
was a schoolchild and a memorial has been erected on Rhos-fach 
Common. His book of poetry ‘Dail Pren’ is one of the gems of 
Welsh literature. 
 
Another of the parish sons who made a substantial contribution by 
highlighting the unique dialect of the area in his poetry and articles 
was W.R. Evans. A memorial has been erected to him as well at 
Glynsaethmaen. 
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E. T. Lewis has already been mentioned, and another from the 
parish who has traced a great deal of its history is Ben Owens who 
worked at the National Library in Aberystwyth. 
 
A summary of the area would not be complete without mentioning 
the name R. Parri Roberts who was a minister at the Baptist 
Chapel, Bethel for a long period. Under his and others guidance 
the Preseli slopes were safeguarded from being taken over by the 
War Office in 1946. 
 
One who was very active as a teacher in the parish and who 
worked with the youth of the area in the Aelwyd and Eisteddfodau 
was Tonwen Adams. The National Eisteddfod awarded her the 
Green Robe for her contribution to enhance the quality of cultural 
life in this area. She passed away in tragic circumstances following 
an accident near Glandy Cross in 1990. 
 
The interest in writing poetry has always been fairly strong in the 
area. Rachel Owen was a typical rhymester who composed 
greetings for weddings and social occasions within the parish. Two 
small volumes of stanzas were published by her namely ‘Caneuon 
Hen Lidiart 1 &2’. 
 
The craft of writing is still practised in the area. One who has won 
several times in the National Eisteddfod in recent years is Wyn 
Owens. He is also an artist. 
 
At one time the parish of Mynachlog-ddu was more or less self-
sufficient with an assortment of occupations serving the needs of 
the inhabitants. Agriculture was the backbone of the community. 
Things changed as machines completely changed the mode of 
farming. The parish has seen a great deal of change since the 70’s 
of the twentieth century, both culturally and linguistically. The 
school, shop and post office were closed but a playing field for 
children has been opened. 
 
In a spot that has such a distinguished history and views among 
the very best, it is our privilege to live here and our responsibility is 
to hand over the traditions and culture to the next generation. 
 
Llangolman  
Llangolman village is situated some 3 miles south-west of 
Mynachlogddu as the crow flies. Below the village the Eastern 
Cleddau begins to widen. At one time there were a number of slate 
quarries in the area and local state has been used for roofing 
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purposes for the Houses of Parliament and the National Library of 
Wales at Aberystwyth and some of the older residents remember 
the last load of slate was actually exported to South Africa. By 
today - 13 quarries in total - are disused. However, from a 
renovated 18th century corn mill, a Llangolman business designs 
and makes high quality items from Welsh slate.  
 
Llandilo  
Llandilo derives its name from the dedication of its church to 
St.Teilo, one of the most eminent saints of British antiquity, who 
flourished in the latter part of the fifth, and the beginning of the 
sixth, century. It is a hilly area on the slopes of the Preseli 
mountains. The lands are but partially enclosed and cultivated; and 
the soil is various, being in some parts fertile, and in others thin 
and poor. 
 
Although agriculture is the main industry in the area, it contains 
Pembrokeshire's densest concentration of slate quarries. Slate of 
good quality is found in abundance within the community: the 
produce consisting of roofing slates, which are in high estimation. 
A total of 13 named quarries, (including Gilfach quarry, Cnwc 
quarry, Llandilo quarry, and Cwarre Glas) and several more 
informal workings, are more-or-less strung out in an east-west line 
across the volcanic ash slate exposure through the centre of the 
area.  
 
Llandilo cannot be described as a village as there is no particular 
row of houses. However, the Chapel is a centre for the scattered 
farms and cottages. It is said that for a number of years the skull of 
St Teilo was kept in the table draw in the parlour of the farmhouse 
of Llandilo Isaf. It is also believed that the Teilo Well nearby has 
healing properties especially if drunk from the skull of St Teilo. The 
thatched roofed cottage of Pen-rhos is one of the attractions of the 
area and is a museum testifying how people used to live. The 
cottage was originally built as a ‘t�  unnos’.  
 
 
ACTION PLAN  
 

1 - Community Facilities  
Commentary  
The lack of a meeting place, shopping facilities and improvements 
to existing facilities were the main requirements identified by the 
community in the 2003 Action Plan.  Following a great deal of hard 
work, Bethel Vestry re-opened after complete refurbishment in 
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2005 and now provides a modern comfortable meeting place for 
the community. 
 
There is a long history of events and festivals being organised 
within the community. In the past regular Village Fairs, sheepdog 
trials, Coffee Mornings, and a special St. Davids Day celebration 
were held. Whilst they still enjoy organising festivals and events 
there is no building for this purpose. Bethel Vestry is the main 
building where most of the clubs, associations and residents hold 
community meetings, workshops, festivals and events. For 
instance, the Mynachlog-ddu Community Council, Merched Y 
Wawr, F.I.R, Bethel Chapel Sunday School use the vestry on a 
regular basis, and it is also the Polling Station during local 
elections. The attached kitchen area is used for preparing and 
serving refreshments during concerts and singing festivals, 
funerals, Christmas parties, birthday parties and other village 
events. The vestry is a Listed Building under CADW. 
 
Proposals 
Ongoing: 
·  Bilingual notice boards  – these are needed in all three 

villages to improve communication and publicity of local events. 
·  Bethel Chapel Car Park  – the car park is used for parking 

during meetings, weddings, concerts and festivals, funerals and 
parties and needs to be upgraded. This would involve clearing 
the willow and scrub, drainage of surface water, placing 
hardcore to re-surface the area, followed by re-seeding it with 
grass. Also, it is suggested to fence around the area and place 
suitable gateways at the car park with a bilingual ‘Maes Parcio 
BETHEL Parking Ground’ sign. 

·  Llangolman Memorial Garden – being established on the 
green to house the memorial stone from the Memorial Hall, 
together with a bench and flower / shrub planting. 

 
Still to be undertaken: 
·  Bethel Chapel  – general improvements and repairs are needed 

both inside and outside the chapel, including disabled access, a 
re-wiring of the electrics, better flooring and heating, a fire exit, 
better windows, and work is needed on the roof. A new and 
larger notice board is required at the chapel entrance gate to 
publicise chapel news and events. 

·  St Dogmaels Church Mynachlog-ddu  – the church needs 
decorating, a new heating system and roof improvements. 
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·  Llandilo Chapel and Vestry  – both the chapel and vestry are 
in need of repairs – the roof and weather-boards require 
maintenance work, and improvements to the existing toilet 
facilities are required. The current Car Park is slightly 
inadequate and could be tidied up to create additional parking 
area and to enhance the area. Both the chapel and vestry are 
used by a wide range of clubs and associations e.g. Sunday 
school, meetings, making refreshments, and so on. 

·  Community Website – to be developed – emphasis on local 
features such as heritage. 

·  Integrated sewerage system –  this is regarded as urgently 
needed in Mynachlog-ddu. 

·  Neighbourhood Watch –  to investigate the possibility of a 
neighbourhood or community watch scheme. 

·  Leisure and Recreation facilities - the new Playing Field at 
Mynachlog-ddu is one of the main locations for leisure facilities 
in the community. Ideas for leisure and recreation facilities in 
the community include a football pitch, skateboard park, tennis 
court, basketball pitch, mountain bike trail, organised fishing 
trips, a supervised playgroup, Youth Clubs for older teenagers, 
Fitness / Exercise facilities, swap shops for videos, DVDs and 
computer games, mobile cinema and a Cyber café. 

·  Toilet Block – a toilet block is required with disabled access 
near the Mynachlog-ddu Playing Fields and a meeting room is 
proposed for this site. 

 
New Proposal (2007): 
·  Access to broadband for all local people  particularly in 

Mynachlog-ddu 

 
2 - Heritage & Culture  
Commentary  
There is a strong and proud sense of heritage and culture in the 
area. The community organises festivals to celebrate its local 
history but believes much more can be done to raise awareness of 
the ancient local history. The area witnessed the Rebecca Riots 
and is renowned for its poets. There is a list of talented local 
people who have strong connections with the community. These 
include Waldo Williams, Twm Carnabwth, E.T.Lewis, W.R.Evans, 
Ben Owens, R.Parri-Roberts and Tonwen Adams. 
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Chapels and churches within the community include Bethel Chapel 
at Mynachlog-ddu, St.Dogmaels Church at Mynachlog-ddu, 
St.Colmans Church at Llangolman, and Llandilo Chapel. 
 
The Welsh language is important in the community but it is 
recognised that there is a need to encourage more extensive use 
of the language within the local area – one way of ensuring this 
would be for local residents to organise courses or classes for 
people to learn the language. 
 
Proposals 
Ongoing: 
·  Develop community heritage trails  – around certain themes 

for instance Waldo Williams, Rebecca Riots and so on. It is 
proposed that residents meet to discuss this idea with local 
experts e.g. Wyn Owens (a national poet). 

 
Still to be undertaken:  
·  Investigate Heritage/Museum opportunities in the ar ea – it is 

proposed to support the proposal to identify heritage 
opportunities in the Maenclochog area. A farm museum  could 
also be a possibility in order to exhibit and demonstrate old farm 
machinery and equipment; demonstrations of traditional farming 
skills e.g. sheep-shearing, milking by hand and so on. 

·  Slate Industry – investigate a centre to show old traditions from 
the slate industry. 

·  Exhibitions  – the community have identified the need for 
premises/sites to hold permanent exhibitions and festivals. 

·  Organise Welsh language courses – to ensure the future of 
the language in the local area. Courses could teach people 
about local place-names, phrases and so on. 

·  Bethel Chapel Baptismal Pool  – the baptismal pool is very 
close to the proposed development for a Memorial Area but 
seriously requires repairing and restoring. This would be a 
lovely attraction and would form an important part of the 
community interpretation material. A bilingual interpretation 
panel would inform visitors of its importance. 

 
New proposals (2007): 
·  History book on the Mynachlog-ddu, Llangolman, Llan dilo 

area (a bulky book like the one recently published on 
Maenclochog) 
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·  Establish a Welsh ‘class’   - to bring people who do not speak 
Welsh together with those who do to socialise and learn Welsh 
in an informal setting 

·  Erect signs to both St Dogmael’s Church and the Gor s 
Fawr standing stones.  St Dogmael’s Church is the oldest 
complete building in Mynachlog-ddu still in use. 

 
 

3 – Local Economy  
Commentary  
Current businesses within the community include Trefach Country 
Club and Caravan Park, holiday accommodation and pottery 
business at Trallwyn, several agricultural contractors, a haulage 
business, an equestrian centre at Llangolman, a Slate Workshop 
at Llangolman, a garage, and a garden centre. There is also a 
cattery, Preseli Mohair, Robert Preedy, a plumber; Euros Griffiths, 
a builder and Gordon Watson, and electrical engineer. Agriculture 
and other associated businesses remains the main industry of the 
area. 
 
The area is recognised by visitors for its rich landscape and 
peaceful location. These are communities where people live and 
work in the countryside and it is considered by some that it is a 
chance to show visitors the wealth of local produce available which 
in turn may provide a wider market. There is a strong feeling that a 
balance must be sought between deriving benefits from visitors 
and preserving the unique quality of the area. 
 
Proposals 
Ongoing: 
·  Agriculture  – the industry requires support and professional 

advice in order to develop better future opportunities and 
diversify. 

·  Machinery Ring – there is a Machinery Ring in the area but 
requires much more publicity to raise awareness of it - maybe 
through an article in the newsletter and local press. 

·  Heritage Resources – the development of heritage trails and 
interpretation will help to develop tourism in the area. 

 
Still to be undertaken:  
·  Natural resources  – the area could generate better incomes 

from activities based on the natural resources available in the 
community e.g. cycling, walking and riding – these activities and 
experiences need to be highlighted, with better advertising and 
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marketing. It needs to be stressed that visitors are guests and 
should be encouraged to have respect for the environment - 
there is a need to educate people on the countryside code. 

·  Create more employment in the community  – by planting 
trees for green areas, conserving the environment, clearing and 
maintaining footpaths/bridleways using local contractors. 
Generate more interest in the local environment for tourism e.g. 
advertise to walkers, cyclists, horse-riders, bird-watchers, 
artists, photographers, painters. 

·  Alternative energy sources  e.g. water turbine in the Eastern 
Cleddau, wind turbine 

·  Chemist shop, local shops, post office 
·  Youth hostel and cheaper accommodation 
·  Speciality educational holidays  e.g. crafts 
·  Bike hire 
·  Promote guided walks 
·  Local Crafts and Produce Fair 
 
New proposals (2007): 
·  A Waldo trail to attract cultural visitors 
·  Development of contemporary and traditional buildin g 

skills 
·  Create ‘proper jobs’ 
·  Support local family farms 
·  Utilise local products 
 

 
4 – Environment  
Commentary:  
The peace and quiet of the rural environment is seen as a local 
strength, unaffected by changing times. The smallholdings and 
proximity of the hills, crossed by paths and tracks, form an integral 
part of the atmosphere. This is bound up with a strong sense of 
community and awareness of past communities through evidence 
such as the stone circles. This unique feel has of course been 
celebrated by a number of writers and poets who are part of the 
area’s proud tradition.  
 
Proposals 
Ongoing: 
·  Community Notice Boards – these are required in all three 

villages to inform visitors of the surrounding area.  
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·  Memorial Area  Mynachlog-ddu  – enhancing the plot of ground 
(Old Aelwyd) adjacent to Bethel Car Park, owned by the 
Chapel, for community use. It is suggested to place a Memorial 
Bench there for Tonwen Adams and E.T.Lewis. It would be an 
excellent peaceful and tranquil place to relax, especially by the 
elderly residents in the community. 

·  Village Green for Llangolman – investigate the provision of 
village green areas at the existing green area by the garage and 
at the Memorial Hall. 

·  Recycling Facilities – raise awareness of recycling and other 
green issues throughout the community. 

·  Footpaths & Trails  – clearing, way-marking and signage is 
essential in order to maintain and publicise local footpaths, 
walks and bridleways. Contact the National Park Authority for 
advice and support, consulting with local landowners and 
farmers over the whole process. Information on the countryside 
code should be provided to inform visitors of their 
responsibilities and that the countryside is a work place. 

·  Village Enhancement Schemes – all three villages would 
benefit from an enhancement scheme to include green areas, 
plants, shrubs and so on. Recreation areas, seating and 
benches are needed throughout the communities. It is 
suggested to introduce tree-planting schemes for all three 
villages. It has also been suggested to maintain the number of 
quality roadside verges with their valuable diversity of species. 

 
Still to be undertaken:  
·  Parking areas, Lay-by and Litterbins  – it is suggested to 

create more appropriate areas for visitors to park their vehicles 
while walking/cycling in the local countryside. A particular 
popular area where this would be of benefit to visitors and local 
people is opposite Glanrhyd Fach (near Caermeini Rocks) at 
Mynachlog-ddu – this type of development in all three villages 
would control parked vehicles and prevent vehicles blocking the 
public highway. It is also suggested that litterbins are provided 
at these stopping areas although the issue of emptying and 
maintenance needs to be addressed. 

·  Signage – current signage around all three villages is poor and 
it is proposed to improve all signs throughout the community, 
especially to direct visitors to areas such as Waldo Williams’ 
stone, Gors Fawr standing stones, Bethel graveyard and so on. 

·  Children’s Play Area at Llangolman – a development scheme 
with swings and slide has been identified in Llangolman village.      
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·  Common land at Rhosfach, Llangolman- This piece of land is 
currently overgrown with Japanese knotweed and other weeds 
so clearing and enhancement work will be needed, but 
specialist environmental research and advice is required before 
any development commences. This development could include 
a relaxation/picnic area, and be extended to include woodland 
walks, as well as creating a small parking area. 

 
New Proposal (2007): 
·  Develop a network of footpaths and bridleways 
 

5 - Transport & Highways  
Commentary  
Road surfaces are regarded as generally poor throughout the 
community and residents would like to see these improved. Some 
roads need particular attention to make it easier to travel on in 
terms of visibility on bends and safety aspects. 
 
Proposals 
Ongoing: 
·  Control the excess  tree growth on the roads  – over-hanging 

tree branches and hedges along the public highway need to be 
kept under better control. The road between Mynachlog-ddu 
and Glandy Cross has been highlighted as needing urgent 
attention. Residents and local people would benefit from this 
action, as well as visitors to the community and lorries that need 
to get to Trefach Caravan Park 

·  Public Transport  – certain improvements are required to the 
existing Bus Service, including pick-up and stopping at different 
destinations, and more frequent buses.  

·  Street Lighting  – to improve the existing street lighting 
provision throughout the community in a sensitive way to avoid 
light pollution. Particular areas needing attention include around 
Mynachlog-ddu Playing Field, the Old Post Office, outside 
Bethel Chapel and on the Penybont to Glandy Cross road. 

 
Still to be undertaken:  
·  Country Cars – There is a need to develop the Country Cars 

scheme in the community. Young people wish to visit the 
cinema at Crymych, residents need to visit the doctor and go 
shopping at the nearest towns. The possibility of setting up a 
hospital car service was also suggested. 
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·  Road Safety  – pavements are required near the Mynachlog-
ddu Playing Fields (from bridge to bridge) some work also 
needs to be done on the opposite side of the bridge.  

·  Speed Limits  – although there are 30mph speed restrictions 
already in force, the speed of traffic through the villages and on 
the surrounding roads remains a concern to residents. A traffic 
calming scheme is suggested around Mynachlog-ddu Playing 
Fields. 

·  Road Surfaces  – these are regarded as generally poor in all 
three villages. The road between Mynachlog-ddu and Glandy 
Cross is very rarely re-surfaced/gritted. 

 
New Proposal (2007): 
·  Enforce the 30 mph speed limit in Mynachlog-ddu  
 

6 – Housing  
Commentary  
Family homes, self-build co-ops and starter homes are the main 
requirements for the community.

To be undertaken:  
·  Family homes, self-build co-ops and starter homes

·  Provide affordable housing  for young people 
·  Invite the Rural Housing Enabler to conduct a local  housing
