The walks are a combination of country lanes, track,
footpaths and bridleways, occasionally crossing
fields and farmland. The footpaths may be
muddy in wet weather, and strong boots are
recommended. Below are some suggested walks,
but the starting points are optional and could be
linked to make longer walks.
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We recommend you plan your walk around
the 387 zCoastal Cruiser¢ bus, which starts at
Pembroke and visits Stackpole, Bosherston,

St Twynells, St Govangs and Stack Rocks.

The bus makes a perfect walking partner,
enabling you to get on or off at your leisure
and it means you do not have to worry about
getting back to a parked car. Pembroke town
is also served by regular train and bus services.
